Re. Uniform/Tracksuits Sales Evening: 

 

As previously notified, the suppliers of all our school uniform items (Mick Murphys’, North Main St.) have 

agreed to visit the school on this Wednesday, 16th June, from 7.00 – 8.30 p.m. to facilitate parents who wish 

to purchase all items of uniform/tracksuit/polo shirts etc for the new school year. Parents are strongly 

encouraged to avail of this opportunity to purchase these items as it will save on having to drive into the city, 

find parking and join the growing queues that arise later during the summer.  

1) Changeover of Tracksuits/Polo Shirts: A new tracksuit/polo shirt range has been sourced due to 

difficulties sourcing the material for our current tracksuit. We will allow a two year phase in period for the 

changeover, to facilitate parents who have recently bought (or intend to buy)  the current tracksuit/polo shirt 

and wish to get use out of same for the next two years. Mick Murphys’ staff has advised us that there is a 

limited stock of the current tracksuit/polo shirt range (as well as the new stock) which will be available for 

purchase on Wednesday night at reduced prices as follows (first come, first served basis):

All other items of school uniform (including school jumper, school tie, shirt, boys’ and girls’ trousers, 

skirt/pinafore) will also be available for purchase at the school on this Wednesday night, 7.00-8.30 p.m. 

 

2. Reminder re Girls’ Trousers: 

Girls may wear a pinafore, skirt or trousers as part of their uniform. They may buy the skirt or pinafore in any 

shop they wish. However, when the girls’ trousers were introduced as an option it was decided that only one 

make would be acceptable (this being the recommendation of the Uniform Sub-Committee made up of 

parents, Staff and Board of Management Representatives, and ratified subsequently by the Board of 

Management as School Uniform Policy).  

When you are replacing your daughter’s uniform please note that the girls’ trousers must be bought through 

Mick Murphy’s Store. The brand is ‘Anne Fahy’ and no other brand is acceptable. If your daughter does not 

wish to wear these particular trousers then she must wear a skirt or pinafore.
